     When we are motivated by 

our love for the Lord, life takes 

on a different meaning.  We live 
excited, enthusiastic and eager 

to get involved in kingdom 

work.  I want to encourage you 

to make sure that you have not 

left your first love. 

òNevertheless I have somewhat against 

thee, because thou hast left thy first love.ó 

(Rev. 2:4) 

      
     Many people start out in 

Jesus with much excitement, 

enthusiasm and energy.  They 

are motivated by their love for 

Him to do good works and to 

serve in a faithful and depend-

able way.  Somehow, many have 

lost their excitement and enthu-

siasm and now they do things 

out of a sense of duty.  I raise 

the question; have you left your 

love? 
     In writing to the church at 

Ephesus, Jesus commended 

them for working hard, perse-

vering, resisting sin, examining 

the claims of false apostles, and 

enduring hardship without be-

coming weary.  However, He 

had one thing that he didnõt like 

about them and that was, they 

had left their first love. 
     There are some warning 

signs that you have left your 

first love.  I encourage you to 

consider the following: 
1) Seeking the kingdom is no 

longer the central focus of 

your life. 
2) You spend less time in 

prayer. 
3) You donõt regularly attend 

church. 
4) You spend less time in the 
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Mission of NLWM

All the 

clothes, food and preaching the 

gospel could never be done 

without the faithful commit-

ment of our staff. 
     With all that we do at Out-

reach there is still more to be 

done.  However, we need your 

help to serve.  I am making an 

appeal to New Living Word 

members to commit to serving 

the least of them at least one 

Friday.  I guarantee that you 

will find  there is joy in serving 

others.
